In connection with
this Mizo disturbance a huge amount has best spent
and the observation made by the Committce is that
nearly 21 crores of rupees was not properly accounted
for and it was observed ia terms of misappropriation
and atfter proper enauiry.‘into the matter the Commi-
tiee recommended to the Government to setup a high
power judicial enquiry within 6 months from the date
of submission of the report. But till now no action
to this effect has taken place. The Chief Secretary to
the Govt. of Assam was called for and he came .in
the year 1974 and 1975 alsb with the words that the
Govt, had made a process and decision will be inti-
mate] soon.

They cannot give proper
explanation because some of the Ministers have taken
plea that due to flood, due to storm, dne to erosion,
due to certain natural calamitise this sort of excesses
have been committed; and said that this excesses were
committed under various Heads which did not bene-
fit the people. This excesses can be considered as a
misappropriation of public fund. There is no-body to
see abouat the excesses committed by various depart-
ments jn the name of emergency, in the name of
rehabilitation, in the name of relief control during
the flood secison. ‘They could not give proper perfor-
mance of the grant. Rather a worst picture has been
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depicted. Therefore’ as far as possible when we are,
