No reply to the said afficavit-in-opposition has
been filed by the petitioners controverting any of
the statements in the affidavit filed by the Pollution
Control Board including the statements as
recorded above. It is an admitted position of fact
that the present industrial unit is yet to start its
production activities.
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Regards to the statements made by the
Pollution Control Board for all the norms required
to be maintained by such industrial units after the
-production activities starts, we are of the view
that the present writ petition is pre-matures as the
apprehension of the petitioners is basically to the
effect that as soon as the production starts it may
have an adverse affect on the environment, when
the unit is yet to start production activities.

In view of the above, the writ petition is
