The State Govt,
is committed to release the State share once your -Minis
agrees to include thes.e 5900 teachers under the OBB scheme
for the Xth Plan period and also to release centra] share of
Rs. 10,123.29 lakhs to SSA for payment of arrear salary to
these teachers from March, 2001 to 28.2.2005.
