I would like to bring to your kind notice a matter of great
public importance which has been engaging the attention of the
Government of Assam for a long time. The State'ﬁqveggment ‘
recommended the cases of inclusion of Adivasis (Tea & Ex-Tea |
Tribes numbering 97 tribes), Koch-Rajbogshis, Ahoms, Morans, .
Mataks and Chutias to the Ministry of Tribal Affairs but the final

" decision in the matter is still pending. It may kindly be noted that the

Select Committee of the Lok Sabha under the Chairmanship of Amar
Roy Pradhan presented its report to the Lok Sabha on 14" August,
1997 and the said august Committee even framed a bill in the name
and style of "The Constitution (Scheduled Tribes) Order
(Amendment) Bill, 1996" (copy enclosed). But the Governmentof
India has not yet taken steps to get the bill passed by the Lok Sabha.
The Co-ordination Committee of these tribes demanding
inclusion of their tribes namely Koch-Rajbongshis, Ahoms, Morans,
Mataks, Chutias, Tea & Ex-Tea Tribes (numbering 97 tribes) already
represented before the Government of India and also submitted their
memorandum before you and before the Union Home Minister and
the Union Minister for Tribal Affairs recently once again. It is
noteworthy that these Tribes belong to Other Backward Classes in
the Stale of Assam at present. The Memorialists of these tribes
clearly indicated in their memorandum to the Government of India
that the existing quola reservation for Scheduled Tribes may be
increased. As a large chunk of the population of the State belonging
to Other Backward Classes namesly Koch Rajbongshis, Ahoms,
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Morans, Mataks, Chutias. Tea & Ex-Tea Tribes for whom at present
there is a quota reservation, would be ransferred from the OBC lists
to the Scheduled Tribes list. This has also been indicated in the report

of the Select Commitee of he Lok Sabha and hence. There will be no

difficulty for quota reservation for these six communities if they are
enlisted as Scheduled Tribes.

.As the Select Committee of the Lok Sabha had as early as in
1997, recommended inclussion of these tribes in. the list of Scheduled
Tribes and the Government of Assam has recommended their
inclusion several times. I feel there is no further need for re-
examining the matter and appointing a Select Committee and taking
the views of the Schedule Tribes Commission etc. For the purpose.
Also, in view of the importance of the issue. The Assam
Legislative Assembly unanimously resolved on August 5. 2004 to
impress upon the Government of India for inclusion of the tribes of
Assam in the list of Scheduled Tribes (Plains) of the State of Assam.

It appears from the report of the Circle ofﬁcers that
there was no complaint from any quarter during distribution of G.R.
commodities. It is fact Dal, M. oil, Salt etc. were not distributed
among the affected people as alleged by the Hon'ble M.L.A.
Bilasipara (West) L.A.C. Besides, the above quantity of G.R.
distributed also include erosion affected people of the Subdivision.

As regards installation of HTWs in the flood affected
areas, it appears from the reports of concerned BDOs who were
entrusted for the purpose that 500 nos. of hand tube wells were
installed throughout the Subdivision in the flood affected areas. The - -
pinpoints for installation of HTWs were selected in consultation with -
representatives of panchayats as well as leading citizer of the
localities. In respect of flood affected areas under the Jurisdiction of
Hon'ble MLA, Bilasipara (West) L.A.C. the pinpoints were selected
by the Hon'ble MLA, himself as per list furnished by him to the
concerned BDO.

Further, as regards the cuse of PVC pipe instead of
G.Lpipe in some cases, it appears from the report of the S.D.O. (C)
Bilasipara the on public demand he has to provide PVC pipe in areas -
where there is heavy iron contents in the water. According!y 250
HTWs were installed with G.I. pipe and rest 250 HTWs wrer installed
with PVC pipe.

Mr. Sheikh, learned counsel submits that the petitioners are in
occupation of the aforesaid plot of land for the last 27 years and they are
entilled to be considered for settlement of the land. On the other hand Ms.
