Finance Commission
report was laid on the table of the Parliament on February 26.2005.
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Government Indla has accepted the recommendations of the 12 Finance
Commission.

We have just'received a copy of the 12th FmanceCommxSsmn
Report. We are analysing its detailed implications. Thereafter follow
up actions will be taken as may be necessary. for the present, I would
like to apprise this august House about the broad recommendauons
of the 12th Finance Commission and thelr ﬁnanclal 1mphcat10ns for
Assam. The award of the 12th Finance. Commxssnon will cover the

. period from 1st April, 2005 to. 31st March, 2010

As the Hon'ble Members are aware, the- 11th Finance
Commission Award for Assam was very. dlsappomtmg Assam was
given an amount of ‘only Rs. 110.68 crores as non-plan Revenue Deﬁclt
Grant for the 5 years period from April, 2000 to March, 2005. Similarly,
only an amount of Rs. 132.54 crore was given to Assam as upgradation
and special problem grant for the entire 5 year period from April, 2000
to - March,2005.-. Immediately ‘Government of Assam wrote to the
Hon'ble Prime Minister of India pointing out the grossly -inadequate
grants to Assam. When I took office in May,2001. I took . up the matter
with Hon'ble Prime Minister of India and the Union Finance Minister
demandmg smtable compensatlon against the i injustice done by the 11th -
Finance Commission to Assam. The then Union Minister of DONER, .
Shri Arun Shourie also acknowledged that some error might have- crept
mto the 11th Fmance Comlmssmn calculations - resultmg in over
assessment of the revenue receipts of the. State Government and under
assessment of our non-plan revenue deficits. On March 15, 2002 -he

wrote to the, then Union Finance Minister, Shri Yashwant Sinha pointing

out the possible error and requested him to see how the State could
be compensated for that. There was no corrective action from the Govt.
of India. Meanwhile, The 12th Finance CommISSlon was constituted
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'in November, 2002.

Against the above background we took up the work relating
to 12th Finance Commission in right earnest from day one. We made
detailed submissions, backed by facts and figures, on our actual revenue
generation capacity and realistic non-plan revenue expenditure needs
during the 5 year period from 2005 to 2010. The Commission visited
Assam in Janiary, 2004. On 8th January, 2004 formal official meeting
between the Finance Commission and the State Government was held
in Guwahati. We submitted our detailed memorandum to the Finance
Commission. The then Additional Chief Secretaries Shri S. Kabilan
and Shri C. Babu Rajiv and Financial Commissioner Shri H.S. Das
made detailed power point presentations on Assam's development status
and financial position before the Finance Commission. The then Chief

-Secretary Shri J. P. Rajkhowa also, giving the welcome address, gave
a detailed account of the problems of Assam and the help we want
from the 12th Finance Commission. My Cabinet colleagues and other
senior officers also actively interacted and clarified various points with
sound argument and facts and figures. In my submissions before- the
Finance Commission I narrated the background of Assam's Economic
declaration, present status of the economy and State Finances, injustice
done by the 11th Finance Commission and our reasonable expectations
from the 12th Finance Commission. I also pointed out how, in the
recent past, Assam's share in the overall central transfers has been
falling with every successive Finance Commissions. I made a strong
plea that 12th Finance Commission- must reverse this trcnd

Whlle in Guwahatl, the Finance Commlsswn also met
representatives of various political parties, trade and industries,
autonomous Councils and local bodies.

The State Government continued to maintain close contact
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and liaison with the Finance Commission even after the formal visit
of the Finance Commission to the State. I also personally called on
Dr. C. Rangarajan, Chaxrman of the 12th Finance Commission in New'
Delhi and followed up on the submissions made by us before the
Finance Commission. My Cabinet colleagues and Financial
Commissioner used to personally meet the Chairman, Members and
officials of the Finance ‘Commission even when they used to transit .
through Guwahati for visiting other N. E. States. Fmanc:al Commissioner
was also keeping regular halson with the Fmance Cormmssmn ofﬁcmls
in Delhi.

I am happy to inform this August House that as a result
of all these efforts we have been able to receive a substantially higher
amount of grants-in-aid for various purpose from the 12th Finance
Comnussmn Award as compared to 11th Finance Commlssmn Award
We have received a total grant-in-aid of Rs. 4478.71 crore from~
the 12th Finance Commission as against only Rs. 243.22 crore from
the 11th Finance Commission. As against Rs. 110.68 crore as non-
plan- revenue deficit' grant by the 11th Finance Commission. 12th
Finance Commission has given an amount of Rs. 305.67 crore:. For.
Calamity Relief, the 12th Finance Commission has given a grant of

. Rs. 767.89 crore as: against Rs. 420.60 crore of the 11th Finance

Commission.’ The 12th Finance Commission has discontinued the
upgradation and. special problem grant for all States. For local bodies;
both. Urban and Rural, the 12th Finance Commission has given an

amount of Rs. 581.00 crore as agamst Rs. 254.99 crore by the 11th
Finance Commission.

Sir,

In inviting a reference to the subject cited above, I am directed to
say that the monthly allocation of S.K.Oil to the Government of Assam
has been reduced drastically over the past few years. The Govt. of India
had initially reduced the monthly allocation of S.K.OQil to 22287 MT in
April, 2001. Thereafter the monthly quote of allotment of S.K.Qil for the
State was reduced to 21,757 MT in April, 2002. Again the monthly
allocation of S.K.Oil was reduced to 21,177 MT in April, 2003 and now
there was been a further reduction to 20,976 MT in April. Such heavy

reduction of monthly allocation of S.K.Qil to the State has created a great
deal of resentment among the consumers in the State.

Currently, the State is having 2.66 crore population as per the census
of 2001 and about 80% of the State population depend on S.K.Qil for
lighting purpose in rural areas. For the current population of 53 lakhs
families the State's requirement of S.K.Oil is estimated at 42,400 MT @ 8
litres per family per month. Besides, the L.P.G. connections released by
the Oil Co: are permarily confined to urban and the same are negligible in
rural areas. Moreover, the power supply position even in urban areas is
not at all setisfactory and the position of electricity supply in rural areas
of the State 1s highly erratic and thus, the people in the rural areas of the

State have to almost entirely depend u'ponr S.K.Qil for lighting purposes.

In view of the above, you are requested to kindly look into the matter
and to consider enhancing the monthly allocation of S.K.Qil to the State
of Assam in the greater interest of the PDS beneficiaries of the State.

Sir, . :
In inviting a reference to the above, I am directed to request you to
consider enhancing the monthly allocation of the S.K.Oil under the PDS
to the State, in view of the fact that the State is getting less than half of the
actual requirement of the State population at the present time, as presented
before you in detail in the correspondance under reference.

Here, it is worth reiterating that the lifting of PDS SKO in Assam is
practically 100% almost every month, including special allocations, if
any, and this SKO is used primarily for lighting purposes and not for
cooking purposes in the State. For that reason, it is also desirable to delink
the SKO allotment from the number of doublebarrel LPG connection in
the State. Also, the State Govt. have been trying their best to prevent
diversion of the PDS SKO for adulteratin purposes, and the field authorities
across the State have been repeatedly directed to take strict action in this
regard.

Further, as also stated in this end's letter of November'04 under
reference, the Govt. of India, Department of consumer Affairs, themselves
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have agreed in their report on the status of PDS in the State that the PDS
beneficiaries in Assam are getting much less SKO allotment from the
Central Government than their actual needs.

Moreover, it is stated once again that the State Leglslature had passed
a Resolution, cutting across the party lines, seeking the intervenation of
the Government of India in meeting the SKO needs of the PDS
beneficiaries in the State, a copy of which has been sent to your end
alongwith several previous correspondence on the matter.

In view of this, you are requested to consider enhancing the monthly
allocation of the PDS SKO to the State of Assam from the coming year
2005-2006 in the public interest. The Government of Assam are committed
to ensure full lifting and proper distribution of the same in the State.

In inviting a reference to the sub_]ect cited above Tam du:ected to
say that the morithly aoncatxon of S K 011 to the Goyemment.of Assam

!had 1mt1ally reduced the monthly allocatton‘,of S K 011 to 22287 MT in

April, 2001. Thereafter the monthly: ‘quotg of all tment.of S IgO,;l_for the
State was reduced to 21,757 MT in April, 2002. Again the monthly
allocation of S.K.Oil was reduced to 21,177 MT in April, 2003 and now
there was been a further reduction to 20,976 MT in April. Such heavy
reduction of monthly allocation of S.K.Qil to the State has created a great
deal of resentment among the consumers in the State.

Currently, the State i§ havmg 2.66 crore population as per the census
of 2001 aiid about 80%" of the State- popuIatlon depend on S.K.Qil for
lighting purpose in fural areas’ For the curfent population of 53 lakhs
families the State's requirement of S.K.Oil is estimated at 42,400 MT @ 8
litres per family per month. Besides, the L.P.G. connections released by
the Oil Co. are permarily confined to urban and the same are negligible in
rural areas. Moreover, the power supply position even in urban areas is
not at all setisfactory and the position of electricity supply in rural areas

of the State is highly erratic and thus, the people in the rural areas of the
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State have to almost entirely depend upon S.K.Oil for lighting purposes.

In view of the above, you are requested to kindly look into the matter
and to consider enhancing the monthly allocation of S.K.Oil to the State
of Assam in the greater interest of the PDS beneficiaries of the State.
