is advancing huge finance and if we compare to other
States, the Rural Development department is depending on
the Rural Development of our State. We find we have not
been able 0 get even the first instalment of the EAS
Scheme whereas other States are getting two and three in-
stalments and it is a great failure. I remember, Shri Hemen
Das, a dissident leader is also bresent today, when we find
- that the state of Andhra Pradesh where many of the central
schemes are im:plemented. But here we are afraid that our
economy is depending upon the agriculture and the Central
Governiment has declared two schemes for the development
of the agriculiurist. One is kisan Credit Card another is
Greup Insurance scheme. If any of the groups is demaged
by flood or by natural calamities or otherwise then the
group is insured, the agriculturist is missing full
compensation . '

But the fate of this schen'e in our State is that ther is no
mention at all about it. But in other States we have seen
that they are taking full benefif of this scheme. If our bank
is not co-operating totally we will not be able to get it. In
the case of rural ﬁicvelop;nenz, again I Must say that mo-

. bey of IAY were sanctioned and Central Govt,. decided to

construct 25 lakhs of TAY houses every year. But in our
place we have seen that we have not been able to get the
schemes because of the faulty policies of the State Govt.
The entire materials of the IAY are to be supplied by the

< Rural Development Deptt. Authorities at Guwahati and from

there CI . sheets. cement, rods etc are to be sent {0 the
different districts in which the schemes which are sanc-
tioned in the meeting of the Goveming Body could not be
supplied. In Cachar, I remember, atleast 18 members of the
Governing body have to take a decission of resignation

——
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from the Governing body because, for the last two years
materials could not be supplied from the Government here.
The Government have not been able to rectify these
machineries and activate the people to make simple the
procedure for speedy implementation of the scheme also.We
have seen that the State Govt is facing financial cricis. The

law and order definitely to some extent has improved. I do
~not dispute it. But yesterday also in Haflong eight Jawans

have been killed by the extremists and on many occasions
I spoke in this House. I remember to have mentioned that
the Deputy Commissioners are to pay 10% of their pay to
the extremists. But unfortunately, we have not been able to
contain this extremists activities. One Sri Ranjan Roy
Choudhury A.5sistant Engineer of the Assam State Electricity -
Board was kidnapped at Howraghat from his residence on

16.2.2000. But even today after a lapse of more than one

year he could not be traced out. In the meantime, we have
seen that new militant outfits in the name of Kamatapur
Demand Committee have started agitation. We all know that .
the entire North Eastern region of India is Very narrow
near Siliguri which is called " Chicken neck' is cut off
then the entire North Eastern States of India will be cut off
from the, rest of the Country. This Kamatapur Movement is

‘very. serious type of movement and if we do not contain

this vital part of this North Eastern State and cannot take
any stern action against these group of militants, I am
afraid, the day may come when' this part of the country may
be separated from the rest of the country. ISI activities have
also increased considerably though our Government, have taken
some steps. In the last Assembly Session our Hon'ble Chief
Minister had presénted a report on the activities of the ISL
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We find even now the ISI activities have been continued,
We have seen that in the vear 1992 December series of
communal disturbances occured in different parts of the
Nagaon.where hundred of innocent people of majority com-

- munity were Killed and for which Gevernment was pleased
to set up a Commission in the name of Pathak Commission
and I understand that the Pathak Commission has already
submitted his report and in this report I understand that -
several political leaders including Ex-Ministers were
1ndlcated by the officjals but unfortunately this report could
not be published. I do not know why this report could not
-be” published although many political leaders including Ex-
Mlmsters were shown actively participated in the mass
killings.- We 'do not find anything in the Governor's Report -
regarding development. We have scen that diffirent funds
sanctioned by the NEC-: are not released by the respective
departments .for implementation of different development
work and I can refer one instance where NEC has sanctioned
-—an amount of Rs. 8 crores for developn,ent of Silchar Kalain
~ rtoad but because of the ban imposed by the Finance
- Department, this money couid not be released 'Had the fund
-been released in time the development work could have
been taken in time. The people are agitating for a long
time bui .unfortunately although the money " have been
sanctioned by the NEC but because of the ban put by the
Finance Department, the development works could not be taken
‘up. So, I draw_the attention of the Hon'ble Chief Minister
in this regard and I believe that he would definitely look
into the matter and see that the fund is released.
