It was decided to re-exmmatlon and re-verified of all the answer |
scripts of the candidates who had been selected and figured in the merit list |
because if any underserving candidates are found to have place inthe final 1
merit list of 10th July,2003, logical presumption would be that deserving |
candidates had been deprived of. Also decided to re-examine and re-veri- |
fied all the answer scrlpta of the complainants if they were Iegally deprived
of being selected.

I have got re-examined and verifed all the answers scripts of all the
candiates included in the merit list of 8th and 10th July'03. Also | got verified
all the answer scripts of the 55 candidates who did not appear in the final
merit of Sth & 10th July’03. On careful exmmatlon and persual of the pub-
lished merit lists and the evaluatlon sheets by the faculty members, the

He had wrongly written code Nos. 465, 4686, 467,
468 & 469 which was éubsequently corrected in the modified result
sheet of 10th July, 2003.
Instead of pub!iéhing a modified fresh merit list on10ih July'03 the

.examination in-charge or the committee who had conducted the
JAT could have done itby publlshmg a comgendum of the mistake

above.
