(1) 17( Seventeen ) new plan schemes at estimated cost of
Rs, 478:0 lakhs have already been taken up for execution
vide Appendix I (A) placed on the Table of the House. 38
( Thirtyeight ) more new plan schemes estimated to cost of
Rs, 17:92 crores have been approved by Board of Consultarfts
and are in the process of being taken vide Appendix: | (B)
placed on the Table of the House. X

(ii) A large number of priority schemes under Mainten-
ance and repairs have been executed in chronically flood
effected areas.

(iii) Hydrographic survey for Brahmaputra was carried out
during 1971-72. Similar survey for 50 tributary rivers is being
carried out. Most of this will be completed by June, 1972 and
balance after the flood season of 1972,

(iv) An outline plan for flood control in the entire Valley
has been prepared vide Appendix IT placed on the Table of
the House,

(v) Master plan for flood control in the tributaries and
the main Brahmaptra river is under preparation. Detailed
surveys, by 40 Metrological data, economic surveys, etc,
are being collected. Master plan for Pagladiya basin Igs -

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VOTING ON DEMANDS FOR GRANTS

Shri Balabhadra Das : % Mr, Speaker Sir, yesterday I was
dealing with the functions of the audit report, The aud‘ié
report fixes the responsibility and lacunae in exccuting th:
works of the Government. 1 say that this report should

be pursued and the responsible persons should be taken to
task.

Sir, there is g rule called Government Servants Conduct
Rules according to which whenever any proceedings are
drawn against any Government servant, these should be
completed within a certain specified period, and against thie
decision of the appointing authority the employee concerned
can prefer an appeal and that appeal should be disposed of

within six months, But in practice this is not followed. AS

a result whenever any  proceedings are drawn against a

Government servant he is placed under suspension and the
proceedings go on for several years and suspension continues,

. (ol
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Therefore the rule requiring completion of the procee-
Jings within a certain specified period is not followed, When
appeals are not disposed of within six months as required
under the rules the people rush to the High Court for invo-
king the provisions of Article 226 of the Constitution. In
the High Court many of the Government orders have been

set aside, as a result the Government becomes loser finan-

C}a,lly because the Government has to pay that officcr his
entire back pay and that is without any work.  Secondly,
the Government Advocates appear in these cases and when
the cases drag on for several years the Advocates bill also

become very heavy. Thus the Government loses in both

ways, I am surprised why our Government makes rules and
yet does not follow them.
