Which is very scantly and with that amount the tribal problems
or the development of the tribal people cannot ber undertaken. we deemed
special consideration for the deveopment of tribal people particularly Bodo

People for which Bodo people seeing no reason to live within Assam they

demanded‘sepcmtg Bodoland. Whenever the tribal developmmt policy is
formulated. it is seen that at the implementation stage it gets succumed to
violation of the basic norms. therefore Sir, we see no reason that this allocation

_ of money can meet the aspiration of tribal people. We therfore demanded

special attention to augment tribal welfare and enhance the allocated amount
for working out the schemes meant for the development of the tribal people.

.- This is a humililation to the hundreds and hundreds of thousands of tribal
. people and the. condition in which the tribal people live cannot be improved

and no changs can be brought by this amount. and we see no reason to
accept this. Many times during the discussin in the past. we pressed the
Govt. to allocatd bigger amount as we have done now. but, Govt. this time
also didi not approve it. This Govt.-intentionally exploited the tribal and made
discrimination against them and we see no reasons why we should not demand
for a seperate Bodoland. We the All Bodoland legislature Party excepting

a change participated in the parliametary system. But unfortunately on coming '

here we have seen the same attitude still preveiling. Even in this House we
have been discriminated against many times, and this discrimination will be
going on. Therefore, Sir, we dont support this budget which reflects the
traditional; and conventional attitude towards the tribal people particularly with
respect to Bodo people for which we have been demanding for a seperate
land for the Bodo. Unless and untill we get seperate Bodolland we cannot
take any pragmentic view from the Govt.

the Capital Complex and to Guwahati Medical College, Assam Agricultural

¢ University, and some other Govt. institutions and Khanpara and Kahilipara.

The existing schemes of Guwahati Municipal Corporation were set up

in the 1960s when the Guwahti Municipal Board was in existance. The

f Panbazar Water Supply Scheme, having a total capacity of 10 milion Gallons
per day was commissioned in 1963 and provided water supply in this area
extending from Chandmari in the East to Bharalumukh in the west and from
river Brahmaputra in the north to Ulubari in the soith. Ther is also a water
supply system at Satpukhuri for providing water supply to Satupukhuri,
Kharghuli, Uzanbazar, Chenikuthi, and Chandmari areas with capacity of 4
4 M.G.D. In addition a water supply schems was constructed by PW.D. and
handed over to the corporation in 1974 for providing water through street
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hundred around Kamakhya Temple.

The Guwahati Municipal Corporation it has existence in 1974, Afier
the setting up of the Corporation it has installed 4 deep tubewells for providing

existing water supply- schemes

including deep tube-wells approximaetly 13.70 M.G.D_ je normally available

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has been taken in hand costing Rs. 11.46 crores. For this project laon
assistance will be provided by HUDCO to the extend of Rs. 7.73 crores.

The Projects involves :
1. Renovation of Satpukhuri and Panbazar Water Treatment Plants.

2. Replacement of old and damaged pumps and motors and also
setting up of additional pumping sets where there was no such
provision earlier.

3. Replacement of old damaged pipe lines.
4. Construction of one 5 M.G.D. clarifloculoter.

5. Extension of Kamakhya Water pipe line from Bhutnath to Pandu
College. :

6. Construction of 16 nos. of overhead/ground level service TESOIVOIrs
- at different areas of the city.

Work on the project has been taken up from March, 1990. Approximately

3.8 K.M. new pipe lines have already been laid and work is going on for
. éonstitution of 8 reservires. A number of Motor pumps and considerable
lenght of pipe lines have also been procui'ed. HUDCO has also released loans
to the extent of Rs. 2.02 crores for this schemes. This schemes is likely
to be completed by 1992. Now, water supply scheme for Kamakhaya is
also under implementation an so far considerable progress has been made

- in respect of the in-take structure and distribution system. Work is at the
moment going on in the treatment Plant. From this. Scheme additional watt?r
supply will be available for Kamakhya Hill top areas and also for certam

areas in the foot hills from Bhutnath to Pandu.

Work has also been taken in hand for installation of 4 deep tube-wells
at Ambari Rangpather, Durga Sarabar, Udal Bakra and Gota Nagar. On
completion of these works the availability of water from the system 1S likely
to go up from its present level of 13.70 M.G.D. to about 23 M.G.D.

Apart from Guwhati Municipal Corporation, the Assam Urban Scheme,

known as the Zoo Road Water Supply Scheme. This Scheme has design
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- capacity of 3 M.G.D. and will be providing water supply to an area of

approximaetly 4.86 Sq.K.M. extending from Gita Nagar in the ‘East o
Bhangagarh in the west and from Rajgarh Road in the North to Goneshgyrj
in the south. This will cover mainly the area lying in between G.S. Road,
R.G. Baruah Road and Rajgarh Road. At Present construction of teh treatment
Plant at Hangrabari is going on. The project is likely to cost Rs. 16.19 crores.
So far Rs.4 crores has been provided from the state Plan. Loan assistance
of Rs.Icrore has been sought from HUDCO and the matter is now in the -
final stages of sanction by HUDCO. The schemes is expected to the completed
within 2 years of receiving funds from HUDCO.

Even after completion of Zoo Road Water Supply Scheme and the
renovation and extension of the Guwahati Municipal Corporation Water Supply
System ther will still be large parts of the city which will not be having
piped water supply. In order to provide ‘water supply to the entire area a
