So, | think that we
must find out some permanent and long term programme in other
to solve thus problem of the natural calamrtles like flood. Sir, not
-only that the flood is the natural calammes in our State that the
people of Assam are victimised year after year and we the
members of the House are-giving emphasis for controlling this
problem, but there are other natural calamities. The earthquake
is the most dangerous for us. Sir, whenever a natural calamity
befell in the country, since after independence even during the
time of Jaharlal Nehru, Smti Indira Gandhi and our present
dynamic Prime Minister, ‘Rajib. Gandhi, they properly surveyed
the area affected by flood and other natural calamities and
- provided necessary relief fund. There has not been any distinc-

tion whether this state is West Bengal, or Assam or Andhra -«

Pradesh or not. Whenever there was any natural calamity in this
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States the Central Govt. came forward -and provided adequate
fund for relief to these people who are effected.
