not send that message. The Police Wireless refused to transmit that
- message. Therefore, sir, | wonder whether this State Government
has .become a Police State. Sir, the Subdivisional Head's request
had not been honoured by the Police Wireless deptt. Sir, if in such
cases of emergency, the Government cannot do this job, then the
State will go to the dogs and it has already gone to the dogs.

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In the 1st para of that Note, it says — "after persistent demand by the
State Government, the Government of India declared by an Act No.46

1.9.80 that it is expendient in the interest of public that
Central Government should take under its control the regulations
and development of inter-state river Brahmaputra and consequently
the Brahmaputra Board was constituted with effect from 31.12.81."
Sir, this great flood problem concerns all the people of the state.
This river-Brahmaputra is flowing through us and is creating problems
to us every year. But for some reason or the other, the control of the
River, Brahmaputra has been taken over by the Central Government.
Sir, have we become so importent as not to ask and demand from
the Central Government on the basis of this Act? What do they
intend to do? Sir, in para — 2 of that Note, it is stated — "A
Memorandum to the Union Minister for Water Resources was
submitted at New Delhi by the All Party Legislators delegation from
Assam headed by Minister, Flood Control, Government of Assam
on 10.7.86. The Minister, Water Resources, Government of India
has advised the delegation to submit a separate Subplan for the
works in the Tribal and Scheduled Caste areas. Accordingly a Tribal
Sub-Plan of Rs. 117.99 crores was submitted personally by the Chief
Engineer, Flood Control vide No. FC (C) 250/84/18 dt. 11.8.86 But
unfortunately, the Tribal Sub-Plan had not been approved rather
inability of acceptance of the Tribal Sub-Plan by Government of
India was communicated vide Government of India's letter No. 30/
3/88-EC, dt.13.6.86

During the 7" plan, the Annual allocation varies between 13.60 crores
to 15.00 crores which is too meagre to tackle the vast problem of
Assam. However, Government of India has increased the annual
allocation to Rs. 21.00 crores only since 1987-88". But later on it
transpired that even this Plan was rejected. | think there was a basic
mistake in this. Perhaps the Government of Assam wanted to obtain
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fund undei-the Tribal Sub-Plan for the entire State of Assam..But&

. Sir, the fund alloted for the Tribal-Sub-Plan cannot be spent in the’

plains areas of Assam but can only be spent in the tribal areas of

- Assam. When the Prime Minister came and had gone, the Minister
~ had"beén rushinig to him and celling about the flood problems.
 Undoubtedly: there was untold miseries for.the people in- Dhuburi

and other districts of Assam on both sides of the river ~ Brahmaputra.

~ ° Buthas any Minister bothered to visit the flood affected tribal areas?

Sir, under my constituency at Udalguri, the Nonoi river had destroyed
3 teagardens and also damaged roads and bridges. It had destroyed

' cultivable land for all time to come. Sir, this flood was at the lower %

level which will always come and the people will always suffer. But
flood-in the sub-mountain areas between Himalayan Banges and
the Brahmaputra river are areas where silt is deposited. If the

~Government is at all interested in saving the tribal areas, then money

should be spent in these areas where the tribals inhabit. The
damages in the lower areas on both the sides of the river in the sub-

- mountaneous area had been much. The rivers also has changed its

‘courses and the E & Deptt. also made some dykes and they had
‘lmplanted some ‘sluice. gates

As a result of these the course of the rivers which are in both sides

. will be full of silt and the river beds will be raised. The entire giver

bed will flow out with the sands and destroy the surrounding peddy
afield which will be made permanently unfit for cultivation. So, Sir. if

dead lines for completion. This action plan was submitted to the
Secretary to the Prime Minister, vide Chief Setertary, Assam's letter
No. CS/87 dt. 12.10.87. But no action has been |n|t|ated by the
Government of India.”

_ Now, Sir, this is the mstructlon given by the Prime Mlnlster Against -

this there is controvery over this letter. The Government of Assam .
says that they have not received this letter ; but here in this letter it
says that the action plan had been submitted to the Secretary to the
Prime Minister vide Chief Secretary, Assams letter No. CS 14/87/
dt.12.10.87. These are two different versions — one version said
that they did not receive but here it is mentioned. that the Chief
Secretary has replied to the Govt. of India. We are not aware whether
the mstructlons from the ane Minister's Secretariat was so

- categorical as this, or. whether the reply from the_ Chief Secretary,

Assam is as categoncal as required by the Prlme Mlnlsters office.

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Shri Abdul Muhib Mazumdar : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, in Support
of the Cut Motion, | would like to discuss few points. Sir, if you kindly
see under Grant No. 41.'Natural Calamities', Rs. 7,025,2000/- was
the original amount voted by this Assembly during the Budget
session. Now, a Supplementary Demand has come for RS-
85,20,00,000/-.This is a very serious matter. When originally the
budget is placed, there has to be some sort of appreciation as to the
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total requirement in the State in a partlcular chapter When originally

- we thought of only Rs. 7,02,52,00/- now a supplementary demand

has come of Rs. 85,20,00.00/- which is 10 times moréthan the

- original-amount. It shows that we have no idea, no conception about

the loss or destruction to be done by natural calamities or by flood.

We are sorry

and we feel pained to see complete ‘lack of seriousness of the

one example. Our Hon'ble Law Minister is not present here: It was
stated in the floor of the House that flood was not very important.
Because of this attitude of the Government and complete lack of

" -seriousness every year there is going to be more damage ‘and the

people of Assam are suffering every year. Sir, kindly see that the
name of this item is 'Natural Calamities'. Now-a-days, we discuss
about the meanings of the words. Few days back, we discussed
about the meaning of words 'permit’ and 'allotment’. That day Hon'ble
member Shri Basumatari told that 'urges' means demand. A question
arises what is 'Natural Calamities' and what is ‘Natural Misfortune'.

So the Govt has rightly named the head = natural calamities and not

“natural misfortune. If we approach from this angle, we see that this

calamity is of man-made. Various explanations have been given.
But | come back to the same problem. The question is whether the
Govt is really serious about the problem. Shri B.K. Basumatari has

referred that there was advance warning to the Govt that the flood

during this monsoon would be very very heavy. This warning of .
intense floods was given to all the States of India including the State
of Assam. Assam, particularly, is a flood prone State, which is known
to everybody. We hear some people say, the warhing was not
received or some people say, the warning was not attended to. But
the question is we should have our own machinery to know the
emerging floods. From the very béginning of the monsoon sets in, it
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~was predicted that there will be heavy flood this year. There should.
-.have an-advance precaution to combat the flood. In our budget,
there is an allocation of Rs.7 crores for this head, but now we are
-asking for 85 crores. So, this is a very serious matter. | am not blaming
anybody. The question is — there should be a full appreciation of the "«
- problem. Now, the warnings were given but these were not heeded
to. Now Sir, the flood in Assam is recurrent and it is not new to us.
~Assam have been facing flood right from the beginning of the history.
- But we are now adding to the'j magnitude, instead of preventing the
ﬂogds. | would draw attention to our Govt and our Minister, Flood
- Control to two suggestions advanced on the floor of the House by
two Hon'ble members, namely, Shri Pradip Hazarika, MLA from
Treasury Bench and Shri Ramendra De from the opposition. It is a
feeling of the general public as well as some of the experts that the
flood control measures have been taken in the State only by
constructing bundhs, embankments and dykes. These measures
have not been controlling the floods. Rather, these have added some
broblems such as, rising of river beds due to siltation. Now we want
to dredge the river and to dig holes in the river bed. The people who
suggest dredging or making hole of the river do not know the river
Brahmap‘utra. They did not come near Brahmaputre. This shows up
our worn out, absurd and mechanical approach. The Assam
Ehgineers thought that the problem could be solved by dredging.
They brought the machine, but this machine has become a piece of
archaeological interes‘tv.\Thgrefore, we should look at this problem
from our traditional experience. | have seen in my own constituency
some flood control. measures. Some embankments have been
constructed, but these are not of required height. In the said area,
smaller embankments would have been better. As a result of the
biggei‘ embankments constructed, large number of lpeople have been
evicted..'That has already been stated in the House. So, | say,

-
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because of this probably, the damage of the floods has increased in
different parts of the state.-| am-a'layman. The engineers will have
to say the problem definitely and the Govt will have to take proper
preventive measures. Now Sir, the main point is when we know, the

- flood is coming, why we could not take preventive measures in time?

Since the crop has been destroyed, what will be the fate of the
people during the coming months? So, we know, the flood is commg
every year. We should, therefore, take certain advance precautionay
measures. In view of the probable flood every year, why should
there be no adequate food stock available? When the flood is
coming, why the advance warning could not be given to the people
in time? Let us forget about Prime Minister's coming late to our State, '

and our Chief Minister's non attendance to receive the Prime Minister.

The Chref Minister did not go to Dhubn but he could goto Bangalore -
etc. So, we should not waste time discussing about this kind of matter.

* The pointis, the flood will come and for this we should take preventive

measures. | have seen the Memorandum submltted to the Prime
Minister by the State Govt. As a precautionary measure, the State
Govt requisitioned all the boats from some Villages 3 days before
the floods occurred. That indicates that the Govt were aware of the
floods comlng The recent flood thus washed away the houses,

‘washed away all the crops and also washed away thousands of

cattle. So, there is nothing remained. What Assam Acourd could .
not do, the floods could do it very well. ' '

' These are the things. My allegation therefore is that there is no full

awareness — there is no serious thinking on the part of the
Governmental authorities to tackle the problem. These who are in
the helm of affairs in the Government they are taking it very lightly.

~ Second allegation is that since you know floods are coming to visit

the valleys of the State, you have not taken steps to faceitin advance :
which should be planned earlier.-Sir, the present Government is Ied
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" by very young people, energetic people, and the people of the State

have great hope in them. (Speaker's warning bell rang)

Co'min'g to the subject again, | have seen the copy of the
memorandum submitted to the Hon'ble Prime Minister, a copy of
the memorandum was also given to the Hon'ble Chief Minister, and
therein a serious charge has been made that the beats owned by
private persons living in the area were requisitioned and taken away
" by the district authorities 3 — 4 days ahead of the high floods. It was
serious. Instead of providing them with more boats or cauthening
them about the coming high floods, the authorities took away their
beats and the people were deprived of their means for survival and
they were left to be washed away by the high floods.

Another serious matter | should like to raise here. There were serious
. complaints about flood relief to affected people. When there was
such a devastating flood, immediately after that there should be flood

" relief measures; people are to be rescued and sheltered in camps:

in safer places affected people take shelter — sometimes on the
highways and sometime in various camps. They are to be provided

- with food and food items for survival. | am told, sir, that in the various

relief camps, only things that were supplied by the Government were
rice and dal, and that too, only for a week or two. There was a serious
allegation that in one place where the local M.L.A. is very strong,
food relief was supplied in greater quantity and for longer period —
M.L.As. are supposed to be strong normally, but unfortunately all
are not equally strong and. belong to the party not so favoured by
the Government. So there was discrimination in the matter of relief
to be given to the flood-stricken people. In some areas, relief was
given for a very short period, in some other areas, no relief was

S
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given or if it was given it was scanty. This is something pernicious. ¥
Here it is a question of human misery and their survival. Why Govt. - -

should discriminate in flood relief? Natural calamity does not
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 discriminate. Where we are giving money for the people affected by
natural calamities and nature does not discriminate, should

Government duscnmmate while distributing relief out of that money? o

It should not. This is a matter am bringing to your notice and to the
notice of the Government, and we hope that this sort 6f thing will
not occur again. By discrimination you get sorrie pblitical‘
,dlsadvantage also. By giving relief, proper relief, you can keep in
“touch with these affected people and may be, there is some political

‘ ~ advantage out of it. Anyway, | want to submit that we must have

two-pronged measures to tackle the flood problem. First, since the
problem of floods in. Assam is perennial and Assam will have floods
in future also — it is said that flood is a part of Assamese culture; if
Assam survives, flood survives — we must take some steps for
permanent solution, that is, long term m_easdres like afforestation,
embankments and whatever other things like that. Second and more
important is the temporary meaéu_re. ‘This Subansiri project, the
Dihang project, Barak Dam project and the like, they iaré in the
preparation étage; they are in paper for the last 15 years and may

" " _be, at one time they would be implemented, we do not know when.

‘ " Before these permanent measures are taken, some interim
- measures, some schemes for interim flood measure and relief should

- be implemented so that every year when floods come we are not
taken by surprise. You know the méénitddé‘ of the flood problem
and the season when it occurs, so |f you try to get the grains in time
-and keep them in ready stock, if you get the seeds and keep in
stock in readiness, then the Govt. would not be taken by surprise.
So | would humbly submit that all these measures should be taken
in advance so that no one finds fault with thls Government and
sufferlngs of the people may become less and less. Nobody will
find fault with the Government atleast so far as the interim measures
are concerned. | remember, Hon'ble Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha, when
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- he was the Chief Minister of Assam, one he said, "We have made
~ so much of buffer stock of foodgrains that people will welcome the
flood". His Government took such interim measures. So it is possible

to take such measures in future also. Assam people will never
welcome floods, but floods will occur in Assam in future, and | hope
such measures, such interim measu.re' ‘will be taken in advance by
the present Government. The amount of preparedness that was
