In rural areas also nowadays
it is seen that some. people are using gas for cooking in- remote
villages. Sir, the Starred Question referred to was asked by me in
consideration of irregular supply of L.P.G. Cylinder in Silchar
‘Subdivision. In our Subdivision we have experience that sometimes
'we are to wait for 2 to 3 months for a gas cylinder. So What hardship
we have to face due to nom-avall-ablllty of gas cylinder in time,
you can very well imagine.Sir, this State is full of oil, other mineral
resources and the natural gas. I do not understand Why there is so
much dearth of gas cylinder in the state. On that day all the Hon'ble
Members expressed concern about the shotage of gas cylinder
throughtout the State. So,I want to know from the hon'ble Minister
for Food & C.S what steps he has taken or proposes to take to
meet the demand of gas cylinder so that the consumers of the State
are not required to suffer any more.

development of other people. We have incorporated -in to the 6th

- schedule, we have consitituted several bodies to look: in to the

question of tribal. problams. At least - several -Prime .Minister,
particularly,/Late- Pandit Jawharlal Nehru, - expressed. their . great
anxiety for the backwardness of the tribal people- Sir,.as we all -
know, if the country has to develop then every sectionm o_f its people

" has'to develop then-every section of its people has to movegtogether

" “with'its space of development. The tribal people is an-organicpart

~ of our populatlon and they canot be left alone. As we: canot leave

part-of our organ underdeveloped: so also the tribal people from the

‘paradem ' of -our developrient. That ‘was the -perpouse of our

Sir,. there were several meetings and we find
from such meetings;where discussions: were held, as to how improve
the lot of the ‘tribal people, and to mitigate their problems in the
